On March 6, 1857, Chief Justice Roger Taney issued what is widely regarded as the worst Supreme Court
opinion ever. He noted that the question before the Court was whether African Americans are citizens of the

United States and thus able to file suit in federal court. His analysis of that issue is couched in abjectly racist

language:

“ [African Americans] had for more than a
century before been regarded as beings of an
inferior order, and altogether unfit to associate
with the white race, either in social or political
relations; and so far inferior, that they had no
rights which the white man was bound to
respect; and that the negro might justly and
lawfully be reduced to slavery for his benefit.
He was bought and sold, and treated as an
ordinary article of merchandise and traffic,
whenever a profit could be made by it.

§ 97-3-87. Threats and intimidation; whitecapping

Universal Citation: MS Code § 97-3-87 (2020)

Any person or persons who shall, by placards, or other writing, or verbally, attempt by threats, direct or implied, of injury
to the person or property of another, to intimidate such other person into an abandonment or change of home or
employment, shall, upon conviction, be fined not exceeding five hundred dollars, or imprisoned in the county jail not
exceeding six months, or in the penitentiary not exceeding five years, as the court, in its discretion may determine.
